ENGLISH:
MAJOR E.L. ACTIVITY: STORY NARRATION

GENRE: HORROR STORY “BASED ON CHAPTER — ISWARAN THE STORY
TELLER”

“Narrative imagining — story — is the fundamental instrument of thought. Rational
capacities depend upon it. It is our chief means of looking into the future, or predicting, of
planning, and of explaining.”

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SCIENCE:
MAJOR E.L. ACTIVITY: MODEL MAKING
TOPIC: GREEN ENERGY AND DEFILEMENT

them. It involves conceptual as well as theoretical knowledge to make learning and
retention more profound and strong.

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MATHEMATICS:

ACTIVITY: WHIRL THE TWIRL
TOPIC: Spinning the wheel Activity based on Probability

This activity was based on Probability. In this Spinning activity, the students were
divided in groups where they created their own spinner. They collected the data by
spinning the wheel and framed their own questions based on that data. Their fellow
students solved those questions. The entire event was captured in the words by the
students in the form of diary entry. Probability helped the students to develop critical
thinking skills and to interpret the probability that surround them daily.

LAB ACTIVITY:
TOPIC: STUDY OF BINARY FISSION IN AMOEBA AND BUDDING IN YEAST

biology lab. They observed it minutely under the microscope and could explore a form of
sexual reproduction- as organisms split and create two new organisms. By performing this
activity, they developed the skill of performing science practical and also learnt to work
together in a team.
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MATHEMATICS:

MAJOR E.L. ACTIVITY: SET IT OUT

TOPIC: SETS

Students fervently participated in this two-day activity and gave their best to make the
activity a great success. The activity started with the formation of groups including 4-5
students each. The groups were named as “Calcoholics, Route to Success, Deadly Sin,
Mathangles, The Teetha- Masters, The Factorial, Math Pirates, Maths Magician”.
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Students were assigned the task to form subsets of a given set, to form different subsets
using their stationery etc. Students worked splendidly and meet the requirement of the
activity.
